Rosa Parks  

In 1955 an African American woman, 
was on a bus. When she refused to give 
her seat to a white man, the bus driver 
called the police. 

The Montgomery Bus Boycott began, 
and the protest ended when racial 
segregation on buses stopped in 1956.
